It will now be cheaper to travel to Perth and Dundee under changes to the bus Travelarea Map. From Monday 3 April areas five and six on the map are to be merged into area four, allowing Day Ticket passengers to travel further on the area four fare. The new - system also makes the map simpler to use when purchasing your ticket. 

PayPoint ticketing is almost fully introduced for all tickets other than annual tickets, which are available online or direct from the OneTicket office. Photocards are available from Lothian Buses Travelshops and at Citylink at St Andrew Square Bus Station. 

Scratchcard Day tickets are no longer available for purchase, however they are valid for use until the stated expiry date. Day tickets are available through all PayPoint agents for travel on a specific date. 

Due to rising transport operator costs One-Ticket prices are set to increase slightly this year. Following an annual review, One-Ticket fares increased by around 5 % from Monday 3 April.
