With effect from 8th November 2004 all types of One-Ticket can be purchased wherever you see the PayPoint logo throughout the full One-Ticket area – some 450 outlets across south east Scotland. A full list of the locations, laid out by Council area, can be found in the Where To Buy pages, and all outlets can sell the whole range of tickets as they are machine-issued tickets, printed out on the spot. Ticket sales will continue through the existing transport operator's ticket offices (GNER, Lothian Buses, ScotRail, Scottish Citylink and Stagecoach Fife) as before but the aim is for these outlets to convert to PayPoint ticket issues within a few months. Sales of One-Tickets through Council offices will cease with effect from 12th November but copies of the new One-Ticket leaflet will continue to be available from these Council offices. 

Another change is the introduction of flexible ticket start dates – the renamed ‘7 day' and '28 day' tickets can now be purchased to start any day of the week ( instead of having to commence on Sundays) and can be issued up to 30 days ahead of their starting date. Ticket prices remain unchanged. 

Now that the ScotRail franchise has been taken over by First we are exploring options for expanding the area within which Rail+Bus One-Tickets are available. This is however a very complex matter and it is therefore unlikely that there will be progress until Spring 2005.
