UNIQUE TRAVEL SCHEME TO MAKE TRAVELLING ‘ONE’-DERFUL
Travellers in East Lothian and Edinburgh are to benefit from a unique new travel scheme which will give them access to unlimited travel on bus and rail services with only one ticket.

The South-East Scotland Transport Partnership (SESTRAN) One-Ticket travel scheme which has just been launched, is backed with £300,000 worth of support from the Scottish Executive’s Public Transport Fund. It is hoped that the scheme will make travelling on public transport far more appealing to Scots and result in a reduction in car use and congestion.

The initial phase of the Travelticket scheme will run throughout the Edinburgh and East Lothian area and will eventually be expanded to the whole of South-East Scotland. Travellers will be able to buy tickets lasting a day, week or month for use on buses and trains within the locality and these will be available from a variety of outlets including council revenue offices; leisure centres and train stations.

Travelticket has been given full support from both Edinburgh and East Lothian Councils.

Councillor Charles Ingle, Vice-Chairman of Sestran, East Lothian Council said: “We are delighted that the launch of SESTRAN is taking place in East Lothian and that we are a part of this worthwhile initiative. The public will benefit enormously from this scheme because there will be multiple options of travel and less journey breaks.”

George Mair, Chairman of Sestran Traveltickets Ltd added: “One-Ticket will make travelling on public transport far more accessible to the public and help reduce congestion on the roads by lessening reliance on the car.”
