ONE-TICKET ROLLS OUT ACROSS SOUTH EAST AND CENTRAL SCOTLAND
From today, travellers throughout South East and Central Scotland will benefit from the rollout of a travel initiative designed to allow unlimited travel on bus and rail* from one area to another with only one ticket.

One-Ticket, which was launched as a pilot scheme in Edinburgh and East Lothian in May 2001 and is made up of both transport operators and local councils, will now cover five ‘travelareas’ comprising of the Borders, Clackmannanshire, Falkirk and Stirling, Edinburgh and the Lothians, Fife and West Lothian. 

Flexible and easy to use One-Ticket will allow travellers across South East and Central Scotland unlimited travel on most buses and trains* throughout the area on a day, week, 4 week and annual basis.

The initiative has been developed to ensure that a public transport network is available to travellers rather than simply a collection of routes consisting of different operators, fares and tickets. 

David Scotney, Chairman of SESTRAN Traveltickets Ltd said; “We are delighted that the initiative is being fully rolled out and that travellers in South East and Central Scotland can experience the benefits of One-Ticket as they go about their work and leisure travel.”
